Rumford, Maine - because of the love

and tireless dedication to the sport, of
Wendall “Chummy” Broomhall.

Since 1936, Broomhall has been a
member of the Chisholm Ski Club in
Rumford, Maine. When World War I
came, he served in the historic |0th
Mountain Division of the US Army.
Then, “when we all got home from
World War |l, we developed Black
Mountain, mainly because guys wanted a
place to ski. . . . There wasn't any
Sugarloaf.”

He went on to ski on the U.S. Ski
Team from 1947-1954, competing in
both the 1948 and 1952 Winter Olympic
Games. “When | made the Olympic
Team in 1952, | was married with three

children and didn’t know how | would be
able to afford to go. The ski club, which
always sponsored our events, not only
paid my expenses, but took care of my
family while | was away,” said Broomhall.
And he's been giving back to the Club
ever since.

Over the years, Broomhall has
donated some 300 acres of land to the
Chisholm Ski Club for the development
of cross-country ski trails. In 1997 he
had permanent easements legally set up
to protect the lands for recreational and
competitive skiers to enjoy in perpetuity.
Now, nearly 70 years later, The
Chisholm Ski Club and Black Mountain
have produced six winter Olympians,
including Chummy and three skiers he
coached. The non-profit organization,
run by volunteers, has built and main-
tains world-class ski trails and organizes
ski races that generate thousands of dol-
lars for the Mountain and the local econ-
omy. When he was named a finalist in
the 1991 Halvoline Star Award it was
because of his work in developing and
preserving a world-class ski area to be
enjoyed by future generations of cross-

Broomhall's expertise and experi-
ence made a tremendous impact on the
international circuit, too, when, at the
1960 Winter Olympic Games in Squaw
Valley, he revolutionized the modern ski
industry by introducing machine groom-
ing. As technical advisor, Chief of Race,
and Chief of Course — he and Al Merrill
actually designed the courses -
Broombhall brought the sport to a new
level, and he continued to do so, judging
and serving at other international events,
including the 1980 Olympics in Lake
Placid, NY, and several junior Olympic
championships.

In 1981 he was inducted into the
National Ski Hall of Fame, which honors
those “who have contributed to the
sport of skiing in the United States.”

“I am fortunate to be involved with
something | love, while giving others the
opportunity to enjoy the sport.”
Chummy has a long and distinguished list
of credits to his name, but his greatest
credit will always be his tireless, contin-
ued devotion to his sport and his com-
munity.

*Night Skiing * Longest Tubing Park in Maine-
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Aurele Legere first caught the atten-
tion of the winter sports world at the
age of ten when he became the youngest
ever to take off from the 50 meter jump
in his home town of Rumford. That was
in 1928 and his jump was recorded as 98
feet.

As an |18 year old high school student
in 1935 he jumped 185 feet and while
the leap wasn't official it is still recog-
nized as the Maine high school record.
That same year he became the youngest
Class “A” jumper in the world in the
Eastern U.S. Amateur Championships.

On graduation from Stephens High in
Rumford, Legere attended prep school
at Hebron Academy where he contin-
ued his jumping as one of only 40 Class
“A’ jumpers in the country. He had
already won the Eastern “B” title (1935)
and the Eastern “A” title (1936). It was
thought he would have made the 1940
Olympic team, had he not chosen to
attend prep school, but those games
were cancelled because of the war and
like so many athletes of the time Legere

entered the U.S. Army where he served
as a Tech Sergeant.

That service gave him an opportunity
to compete in Europe after the war and
in 1946 he won the Third Army jumping
championship with a jump of 256 feet on
the Olympic Hill in Garmisch. The next
weelend he won the European Theatre
of Operation meet. He went on to tour
Europe jumping in Chamonix, France,
Cortina, Italy, and Zermatt, Switzerland
as a member of the All-Army Ski Team.

While recognized for his many victo-
ries on jumping hills in the United States
and Europe, Legere made even greater
contributions to the sport as a designer
of jumps and an inspiration to young
jumpers. Through is efforts his home
Chisolm Ski Club maintained a jumping
hill long after the NCAA dropped the
event form its ski lineup.

In 1976 when Rumford’s Black
Mountain hosted the Nordic side of the
NCAA's he designed and built a new 55
meter jump. Over the years his work on
the jumping hill and his work with young

For his achievements in ski jumping
Aurele Legere has been inducted into
the Masters Ski Jumping Hall of Fame in
Lake Placid, NY and in 1996 was one of
six Maine skiers recognized by the Ski
Maine Association for his contribution to
the sport of skiing in Maine. In addition
to serving as an official at the 1976
NCAA Championships he served as a
jumping official at the 1980 Olympics in
Lake Placid.

His prowess as a competitor and his
life long dedication to the sport of ski
jumping has earned Aurele Legere in
place in the Maine Ski Hall of Fame.
